Recycle bins

Based on the results of a questionnaire given to the children, our school needs to organize a recycle system in which
pupils, teachers and community could be involved.

e Research on litter management

Participants:

. Forty (40) children of the 4th, 5™ and 6™ grade.

Methodology:

o Questionnaire.

Results:

1. Class and home bins contain high volume of paper litter: 32/40 — 34/40 respectively.

2. School-yard bins and home bins contain high volume of pmd litter: 21/40 — 28/40 respectively.

3. Increased volume of plastic bottles is contained in school bins and home bins: 32/40 — 37/40 respectively.

4. Class bins contain low capacity of food litter. On the contrary, school-yard and home bins contain high volume of

food letter: 37/40 — 29/40 respectively.

5. Home bins contain high capacity of nylon litter: 25/40.
6. Use of aluminum and other metallic cans is nonexistent at school and very low at home bins: 15/40.
Comments:

e Children commented that:

o Home bins are filled and emptied more than three times a week (11/40).

o Empty pmd is thrown at garbage bins.

o Asignificant volume of pruning litter is thrown at garbage bins (17 — 40) and at open fields (13 — 40).
e Based on the above results we concluded that proper waste management is needed at school and home.
